Journal & Magazine Articles:
If you are citing an article from a PRINT journal or magazine, be sure to check if it has a DOI listed. If it does not have a DOI, your citation would end after the page range of the article (see examples below).

If your article does have a DOI, you have to use it in your citation. 

If your article is electronic but does NOT have a DOI, do one of two options below, based on the available information:

· If the periodical has a web site, provide the home page web address (URL) of the periodical
· If the periodical is ONLY available in a library database—like JSTOR—provide the database home page URL

No place of publication is required when using APA 7th edition





Note that the


first word of a subtitle is always capitalized.





Do NOT use the editor’s name as the author when citing articles in a reference book





DOI = Digital Object Identifier





What is it? 


A unique number assigned to an article used to cite electronic articles





Who has it?


Only electronic versions of scholarly/peer-reviewed journals and book chapters 





Who does not have it?


Magazines, newspapers, and newsletters





How do I find it?


If the article has a DOI, the library database will identify it in the article record / summary. Also, a DOI would be listed on the first page of the article.





What does it look like? 


Example: https://doi:10.1037/a0015219





You include a retrieval date if the page is likely to change over time. For example, you would include a date if citing a wiki article, because it can change rapidly.  


If you're not sure about whether or not to include a retrieval date, go ahead and include it.





Note that there is no use of italics when citing blogs or online videos
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
